Title: SRI Method of Rice cultivation

Introduction- Farmer Shri. Prem Singh Lodhi S/o Shri. Amar Singh is a progressive farmer of village Imaliya, Blok Gairatganj of Raisen district. He has 15 acre of land. The soil of their field is medium black. He is growing tradition crops like Soybean, Arhar, Wheat, Chickpea and lentil continuous from last 15 year. Due to unavailability of improved varieties, higher input cost and lack of technical know how the production, which is he getting is no more profitable.

Keeping the view of increase production & productivity he approached the Scientist of KVK, Raisen. The KVK Scientist visited their field and suggested about crop diversification through SRI method of Rice cultivation. In most part of Raisen district farmers follows the traditional method of Rice planting, which is not getting higher yield.

Intervention/Methodology


Shri Prem Narayan Lodhi took up the cultivation of Improved variety PUSA-1460 as a part of demonstration by Krishi Vigyan Kendra. One plot with local variety was also grown with traditional method for comparison. In SRI demonstration a single seedling is transplanted per hill at a wider spacing. Use the much younger seedling (8-14 days) old as compare to 3 to 4 week old seedling in the traditional system and planting is generally done in square (25x25 cm).

Outcome & Impact


He follows the improved package of practices and found an average 21.25 tillers/plant, Length of Panicle 14.25 cm and grain yield 45.67 q/ha. Which is 42% higher yield over farmers practices. The additional cost Rs. 1250 gave additional Net return Rs. 15,536 with incremental benefit : cost Ratio 1:3.93 to 1:5.21.

SRI a resource saving and lobour intesive method is well suited for small and Marginal farmers. Farmers are convinced with SRI technology.
