18. Case study and Success Story – 

Success Story-1
Title: Success through adopting dairy as enterprises.
Introduction

Milk production is directly related to health and good genetic profile of the livestock. Breed improvement is the way through which we can upgrade our livestock. This is done through Artificial Insemination very little awareness is there regarding AI despite government efforts. Without good genetic makeup it is not possible to improve milk and 1st age of calving from our indigenous cows.

Intervention/ Methodology

The KVK scientist visits their field and observed Suresh Babu doing Animal husbandry practice in a very old and traditional way with poor milk production and health status.

He was trained on various aspects and suggested for adopting AI in cows to improve genetic profile of progeny and improve milk production from the progeny.

Heat detection was a constraint to him, he was given proper training and information with help received from State veterinary department his cows and buffaloes were inseminated with improved semen at proper time.

He also adopted various Animal husbandry and management practices given to him like use of Dewormer, Feed Management, use of salt, fodder production, Vaccination, control of ectoparasites etc.

Outcome and Impact

Before Intervention he was having 06 dairy animals that too of poor genetic profile and milk production .Now after 4 years of work he has 12 Producing animals and 08 calves of various age group mainly female calves.

His Cross breed female calf matured at age of 18 and 20 months conceived at that age and gave birth to calf and now are in milking state, he was amazed as indigenous cattle mature at 36-40 Months of age, his fellow farmers are also adopting now AI methods to get improved progeny. His net annual income from sale of milk & manure is around Rs 1.0 Lacs per annum.

Success Story-2

Title: High income through hybrid vegetable production.

Introduction
 Vegetable crops give higher income in per unit area. Hybrid variety of vegetables is more prone to higher income and profitability and resistance to most of the insect and pest attack.
Intervention/ Methodology

Training and demonstration of hybrid vegetable production technique was provided to Mr. Raghunath Sigh village- Bankhedi by KVK, Raisen in the year 2010-11. After training and seeing demonstration he was well convinced to get higher income through cultivation of hybrid vegetables. He started vegetable cultivation in 2 Acre land out of 20 acre. He adopt all the improved techniques such as nursery raising, planting, Integrated nutrient management, Integrated pest management, Harvesting and post harvest technology.

Outcome and Impact

Previously he was earning Rs. 2000 per acre from traditional crops, but after starting hybrid vegetable production he has earning Rs. 60 to 70 thousand per acre.
