Name of the KVK: KVK, Raisen (M.P.)

Title: Success through adopting Goat rearing as enterprise

Introduction:

Goat is known as ‘Poor man’s cow’ in India and is a very important component in dry land farming system. Marginal or undulating lands unsuitable for other types of animals like cow or buffalo, goat is the best alternative. With very low investments goat rearing can be made in to a profitable venture for small and marginal farmers.
Intervention /Methodology
The KVK staff with regular visit came with an interested farmer Shri Tularam of Gundrai near KVK who was interested in Goat farming has nominal land holding and was a member of Farmers Club. He was trained and he was advised to meet the state government department from where Goat scheme was being given to farmers. On rigorous meeting with officials at department and interaction with KVK he was able to get project on Goat rearing.

As he was trained that goats are reared for milk and meat. Goat is a multi functional animal and plays a significant role in the economy and nutrition of landless, small and marginal farmers in the country. Goat rearing is an enterprise, which has been practiced by a large section of population in rural areas. Goats can efficiently survive on available shrubs and trees in adverse harsh environment in low fertility lands where no other crop can be grown. 
Outcome and Impact
Before intervention he was not having any goat to rear now he has 10 Goats + 1 Male  to rear and work on. Kidding is due as he got small aged animal it is estimated from his hard work that he will be able to have 15-18 Kids by this year end, his fellow farmers are also applying for goat project, his net income from sale of Goat is estimated to be Rs 0.75 Lacs per annum.
Success Story=2.

Name of the KVK: KVK, Raisen (M.P.)

Title: High income through vegetable production.

Introduction:

Vegetables crop gave higher income in per unit area hybrid varieties of vegetables is more prone to higher income and profitable with resistance to most of the insect and pest attack.

Intervention /Methodology
Mr. Lal Sahab Kushwah is a marginal farmer in village Dhaniyakhedi district- Raisen. He has 1.6 ha. land for cultivation. Earlier, he was a worried farmer and was unable to fulfill his family’s requirement. He was come in contact with the scientist of KVK, Raisen for starting vegetable cultivation. He initiated vegetable cultivation under the supervision of KVK scientist. He start cultivation of vegetables such as tomato, brinjal, chilli, cucurbits, garlic, onion etc. in 1 ha. area.
Outcome and Impact
He sold his produced in local & raisen market. Previously he earn around Rs. 50 to 60 thousand in total 1.6 ha. land per year. But in previous year he earned around 3.4 lacs in total land through vegetable cultivation.
