Success story-1.

Title:- Enhance Income through Hybrid vegetable production

Introduction:- 

Hybrid varieties of vegetables and improved technology gave higher income in per unit area, high profitability and resistance to most of the insect & pest attack.

Intervention/Methodology:-


Mr. Dashrath Singh Kushwah is marginal farmer in village- Bankhedi, Block- Sanchi District Raisen (M.P.). He has about one hectare of land for cultivation. Earlier, he was unable to fulfil his family’s requirement. A transformation happened in his life when he attended training programme at Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Raisen and interact with the Horticulture scientist. He came to know hybrid varieties, IPM, and other improved practices in vegetable production. Further, a help was provided to him under FLD programmes & he obtained hybrid seeds of tomato. He adopt all the improved techniques such as nursery raising, planting, integrated nutrient management, IPM & post harvest technology.

Outcome & Impact:-


He sold his produced in local & raisen market. Previously he earned around 40-50 thousand in total 1 ha land per year, but in previous he earned 80,000/- in total land through hybrid vegetable cultivation, 

Success story-2.

Title:- Zero tillage in wheat saved resources & enhance income.

Introduction:- 

zero tillage has saved a lot of labour and it is used for direct sowing in paddy field for saving time, labour & cost.

Intervention/Methodology:-


Mr. Gangaram Vishwakarma a farmer of Village- Amkheda, Block- Gairatganj, District- Raisen has a land holding 2.5ha. He grews cereals crops like wheat and paddy (twice in a season). He was impressed by growing of zero tillage technology being advised by the KVK. He adopted the technology on his farm in the year 2013-14. The zero tillage machine is fitted with two boxes, one each for fertilizer and seed. Fertilizer is placed below the seed. 

Outcome & Impact:-


The average wheat yield at his farm 45.69 quintal/ha using zero tillage which is at par with conventional practices. The operational expenditure was Rs 12,500 per ha. therefore his net profit was Rs 56,035 per hectare. He saved at least Rs 2500 to 3000 per hectare on account of ploughing. A minimum saving of Rs 7000 is simply due to adoption of zero tillage technology.
