Success story-1.

Title:- Success through adopting commercial poultry as enterprise.
Introduction:- 

Raisen was not considered best and adaptable for commercial poultry as in 11 years of KVK working and no new poultry units commercially was developed, poultry especially layer production needs assistance and technical knowhow with investing quality time and technical knowledge egg production can be a profitable venture.
Intervention/Methodology:-


The KVK staff with regular visit came across farmers interested in layer/egg production. KVK then in association with DPIP & state veterinary department registered a company in name of “Sanchi small holder egg producer company ltd.” with paid capital/seed money of 5 Lakh, 199 farmer’s which 127 were ST and 72 were of SC farmer’s in 7 villages of Gairatganj block of raisen district. We also incorporated for marketing private agency which procure egg as per national egg co-ordination committee (NECC).


Cage system where in cages of size 13x15x11 ft were installed with capital investment of 98000 per unit was beared under RKVY by district veterinary department under this scheme.


Commercial line of BV200 was introduced with 180 birds/unit- family. Regular visit and technical knowledge are provided by KVK & line department regularly.
Outcome & Impact:-


Before intervention all families were not having any regular source of income & not engaged in any full time work. Now per day around 30,000 eggs are supplied to Bhopal market and Rs 90,000 – 1,00,000 per day reaches these 07 villages there by net income of 3500-4000 per month has been reached.

Thus company model is success for 199 families in our district.
