Title: Higher production of cucumber through drip and mulch.
Introduction: Mohd. Ruman Khan S/o Mohd. Imran is a farmer of village- Bishankheda, Block- Gairatganj, District- Raisen. He was practicing traditional crop pattern with Rice-Wheat/Chickpea cropping sequences. Due to low water availability the farmer had no other means of income and was unaware to drip irrigation with plastic mulch system.

Intervention: Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Raisen made the Mr. Ruman Khan aware about drip irrigation with plastic mulch system and conducted vocational training programme for micro irrigation system at KVK, Raisen. He was trained about cucumber cultivation under drip cum plastic mulch system. All technical guidance was provided by the Scientist of KVK, Raisen during cultivation and after that he was planted 1 acre of cucumber under drip cum plastic mulch system.

Outcome & Impact: He was selling his good quality produce in local market of Raisen and he fetch high rate compare to open field produce. Farmer started harvesting after 45 days of transplanting and continue upto 120 days. Total production of 1 acre land was 320 quintal. He earned Rs. 3,20,000 and expenditure of cultivation was Rs. 1,40,000. There by resulting net profit of Rs. 1,80,000. Earlier he earned only rupees 10 to 12 thousand from the same area.
